Cell Project

· Choose one project from the three described below. Each project should be done individually and is worth a test grade. 

Project #1: Journey into a Cell

You will create a story describing a Journey into a Cell. Your story should include all of the following details: 
· How did you get into the cell?

· What kind of cell are you in?

· Describe how you are interacting with 6-8 organelles. 

· Underline each cell part once in your story.

Project #2: Cell Travel Brochure, PowerPoint, Prezi, or Video 
You will create a travel brochure or PowerPoint that describes a plant or animal cell as if it were an amusement park, hotel, island, or school.  

Requirements:

· Title the project with the type of cell you are describing (Be Creative) 
· Describe 6-8 organelles (attractions) and their jobs.

· Include a picture of what each organelle is in your location. (Not an actual picture of the organelle)
· Humor and creativity are encouraged.

 (For example: You could describe the Golgi Complex by saying “be sure to visit the Golgi center inside the gift shop, and have your purchases gift wrapped for you before you leave.” This would be a creative way to describe the job of the Golgi Complex, which is to package proteins).

Project #3: Building a Cell Model
You will build a model of a plant or animal cell. Title the model as either a Plant or Animal Cell. Label each organelle with its name and function. 
Each model must include the following organelles:

· Cell Wall (plant cell only)
· Chloroplasts (plant cell only)
· Large Central Vacuole (plant cell only) 
· Cell Membrane

· Nucleus

· Cytoplasm

· Endoplasmic Reticulum

· Golgi Complex
· Ribosomes

· Mitochondria

· Lysosomes (animal cell only)
